Additionally, the diploma provides a pathway for further specialization by 

being transferable to the Clinical Pastoral Psychotherapy Program, enabling graduates to 

pursue even more advanced clinical pastoral education and psychotherapy training tailored to 

the military context.

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COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

CP421 Human Development 3 credits

(No prerequisite required)  

Description: This course reviews major streams of theory in developmental 
psychology and discusses the biological, neurological, spiritual, and physiological 
factors that affect human development, functioning, and behavior. Ethical and 
culturally relevant strategies for promoting resilience and wellness across the 
lifespan will be discussed.

CP422 Spiritual and Pastoral Counseling for Individuals 3 credits

(No prerequisite required)  

Description: This course explores the basic dynamics of interpersonal 
relationships and the characteristics and behaviors that influence the counseling 
process. Students will learn to employ essential interviewing, counseling, and case 
conceptualization skills.

CP426 Spirituality and Mental Illness 3 credits

(Prerequisite Required – HC322)  

Description: This course describes the major categories of psychopathology and 
identify common differentiating features of abnormal psychological functioning.

CP429 Clinical Pastoral Psychotherapy 3 credits

(No prerequisite required)  

Description: This course teaches students how to engage effectively and ethically 
in the practice of Clinical Pastoral Psychotherapy. Practical application to real 
world scenarios will be discussed.
